Rules

All play will be as per the current Federation of International lacrosse 

Official Rules of Men’s Field Lacrosse, CLA & BCLA rules and by-laws, 

except for duration of games, including overtime, which may be varied 

in advanced by the Tournament Director, Convener or Coordinators 

based on field availability and time restrictions.

FIELD LACROSSE

RULES

Format

Round Robin format (two divisions of three teams).  Convener to 

seed teams for separate divisions.  

 All games will be scheduled in 90-minute time slots

 Each game duration will be 2 x 25 minute run time halves with the 

last 3 minutes of the second half being stop time.

 Teams will have a 5 minute on field warm-up to start and 5-minute 
break at half time.

 Each team will be allowed 2 time outs per half

 Clock will be stopped for the time out

There will be no tie games.   If the game is tied after regulation play, 

there will be a 2-minute break followed by a 10-minute run time 

“SUDDEN VICTORY” period.  If at the end of that period the game is 

still tied, the team scoring the first goal of the game will be declared 

the winner. Winning team will awarded two points – Losing team will 

receive zero points.



Format – con’t

Top two teams in each division after the Round Robin will play a 

crossover to determine the medal games.  1st place in Pool ‘A’ will play 

2nd place in Pool ‘B’ and 1st place in Pool ‘B’ will play 2nd place in Pool 

‘A’, with the winners advancing to the Gold Medal game and the losers 

to the Bronze Medal game.  Third place teams will play a consolation 

game.

Crossover and consolation games form will be the same as the Round 

Robin.  Medal Games will be the same, with the exception of overtime.  

In the event of a tie game, teams will continue to play 10 minute run 

time “SUDDEN VICTORY” periods until a goal is scored and winner 
declared.

We will be using the “Designated Defender” rule.  If a team does not 

have two goaltenders, a “Designated Defender” must be identified to 

the officials prior to the game.  This is not to be the same person as the 

‘In Home’.  This person will serve the penalty time for any infraction 
called on the playing goaltender.
